Applications for entering the program are available online.  Some pre-training 

required.

Day Camp Option:  Daily between 7:30– 8pm  
Available for our Quest Camp and Extreme Camp. Campers can choose to 

come just for the day. The bulk of the programming takes place between 9am-

4pm.  Those coming for just the day can be dropped off daily between 7:30-9 & 

can stay until 8pm (except for Friday @ 4pm). All three meals are available most 

days. Parents can coordinate with camp for earlier pick up times throughout the 

week. The longer days allow for more fun programming and to experience more 

of camp.  A rest period is scheduled for after the lunch session.

8 children (boys and girls separate weeks) will spend the week in the camp woods; 

sleeping on cots in a primitive cabin & even spend one night tent camping. All the 

activities are designed to challenge the children to grow in their relationship with 

their Savior, Jesus Christ!  They get to do many of the same activities (like swim-

ming) but also learn wilderness skills such as compass orienteering, learning how 

to tie knots, archery, fire-building, and some special activities like night zipping!!
